- 1997 Europtop Amsterdam “No one is
illegal”
- Focus: Political self-organisations
& to criticise the border politics
- 1st camp: Polish-German border
- Gibraltar, Mexico, Australia, ...
- But also Strasbourg, ...

- Key player in deportation industry
- Large communities of migrants

that are the origin of forced exiles, wars and

misery.

Objectives of the camp

A self-organised camp
To support self-organisation of migrant struggles

To have an action camp (blocking the eviction
machine)

To inform about and fight against European
migration policies and its tools (Frontex)

To think, criticise and act on the relation between
European anti-migration policies and the global
financial and economic capitalist system

Sexist, racist and violent behaviour are not
tolerated

Multiple targets (migration and capitalist
institutions)

To accept and respect the different ways of actions
Solidarity against state repression
